Often, 
these action requests will be on an “immediate” time 
constraint, as a bill may be up for a vote and we need 
to let the legislature know RIGHT AWAY how we 
think as a voting freedom-loving citizen of this state. 
   Another way we want to positively impact the Bay 
Area is to hold more firearms safety clinics. Since the 
San Francisco Board of Education voted to remove the 
Jr. ROTC Corps from the schools, we can step into the 
gap. The NRA can provide safe and fun shooting 
classes to high school youth. All we need is the dedi-
cated NRA-certified rifle instructors to step up. We 
will be starting a listing of qualified NRA instructors 
we can tap into for this vital and rewarding project. If 
you want to become a certified instructor, please con-
tact us and we can put you in touch with the necessary 
classes to receive your certification. 
     Yes, 2007 holds much promise, and many trials.
