“As of 6 p.m. eastern time, (July 7th, 2006 ) the word
from the United Nations small arms conference is that
the conference is concluding with NO final document,
and NO plans for any follow-up conference. It was the
latter issue that prevented an agreement about a final
document. The officials who had been charged by the
conference chair with drafting the conference document
presented a final take-it-or-leave it document a little
while ago; that draft document eliminated various provi-
sions that the U.S. delegation had found objectionable,
but also declared that there would be at least two more
conferences. The U.S. delegation refused to assent, and
so the conference ended with no consensus agreement,
and no plans for future conferences. The back-up plan of
the international gun prohibition movement, and their
many allies within the U.N. and national U.N. delega-
tions, was to give up on significant progress in 2006, but
to keep the game going with future conferences, when a
more pliant U.S. administration might welcome an inter-
national gun control program. “

“Today's victory is extremely important, but it should
not be mistaken for a final victory in the international
arena. The international gun prohibition lobbies are al-
ready looking towards other international forums where
they can advance their goals, including their ultimate
prize--a binding treaty requiring severe restriction of
citizen gun possession. The various U.N. departments
which have been providing funding and propaganda for
gun prohibition and confiscation will almost certainly
continue to do so.”

Gun bill updates updates: Remember to use the
“One Click” system on our webpage to let the legisla-
tors in Sacramento know how we feel!

NRA Opposes:

AB352 “Microstamping” would require new hand-
guns to imprint microscopic markings on ammunition
during the firing process for tracking purposes.

AB2714 “ Ammunition Sales” would require the
buyer of handgun ammo to show the seller bona fide
identification before delivery. This could outlaw mail
order sales and requires redundant and unnecessary
steps for buying handgun ammo ONLY, but exempts
rimfire ammo.

SB359 “Firearms loss reporting” would criminalize
the failure to report the loss or theft of a firearms
within 5 days of when the owner should have reasona-
bly known about the loss.

2). Remember to register to vote in November.

3). We had 50 new MC members sign up at the last gun
show at the Cow Palace.

4). The San Francisco City Attorney announced that he
will appeal the Superior Court’s overturning of Prop H,
the S.F. Handgun Ban.

5). Tom Frenkel, the new President-elect of the Rich-
mond Rod and Gun Club, spoke to us about all the
various shooting competition opportunities in the SF
Bay Area. This includes IPSC, IDPA, SASS, Glock
events, revolver competitions, and 3-gun matches.
