NRA WINS SAN FRANCISCO GUN BAN

On June 12, 2006, Superior Court Judge James
Warren decided the San Francisco Proposition H
Lawsuit in NRA’s favor. Judge Warren agreed with
NRA that the ban was in violation of state preemp-
tive law designed to fully occupy the area of firearms
regulation.

According to Judge Warren’s decision, current
law “demonstrates the Legislature’s intent to occupy,
on a statewide basis, the field of residential and com-
mercial handgun possession to the exclusion of local
government entities.”

NRA Attorney Chuck Michel, “We’re thrilled that
the judge recognized that law-abiding citizens who
posses firearms to defend themselves and their fami-
lies are part of the solution and not part of the prob-
lem.”

Legislation is being moved through the California
Legislature. Keep track of progress and council
action by going to www.ggnra.org and clicking the
legislation tab and use the ONE-Click System.

This is also an election year. Be sure you are regis-
tered to vote. Re-register if you have a change of ad-
dress, name change, party change, etc. and provide
I. D. where it asks you on the form.
