AB2111, the Consumer Handgun Transfer Protec-
tion Act has successfully passed out of the Assembly 
committee. This bill would allow consumers to com-
plete the sale of a handgun even if the handgun falls off 
the California DOJ “approved list” during the transfer. 
This is an NRA-backed bill, and was helped with great 
“grass-roots” response from pro-gun voters. Keep up 
the e-mails on this vital bill. “One-click” really 
works!!!  ( see point #1 above!)
