   AB 2714 (Torrico) INTERNET/MAIL ORDER AMMUNI-
TION SALES ID REQUIREMENT 
     In vetoing this legislation, Governor Schwarzenegger 
wrote: 
I am returning Assembly Bill 2714 without my signature. It is 
important to insure that minors do not use mail-order or 
internet sales to obtain access to items prohibited under cur-
rent law that could be dangerous if used improperly. How-
ever, current law already requires sellers to verify the age of 
a purchaser who wishes to buy ammunition at the time of 
sale. By adding a new requirement that retailers ensure third 
party verification of the identity of the purchaser at time of 
delivery, this bill could inadvertently subject legitimate retail-
ers to criminal penalties for actions that they have no control 
over. As a result, this bill could be counter productive by pro-
viding a negligible benefit to public safety while concurrently 
discouraging legitimate business. ….. For these reasons, I am 
returning this bill without my signature.” 
 
SB 59 (Lowenthal) HANDGUN LOSS OR THEFT RE-
PORTING 
In vetoing this legislation, Governor Schwarzenegger wrote: 
“I am returning Senate Bill 59 without my signature. While I 
share the Legislature’s concern about the criminal use of lost 
or stolen weapons, the ambiguous manner in which this bill 
was written would make compliance with the law confusing 
for legitimate gun-owners and could result in cases where 
law-abiding citizens face criminal penalties simply because 
they were the victim of a crime, which is particularly troubling 
given the unproven results of other jurisdictions in California 
that have passed similar measures. .... For these reasons, I 
am retuning this bill without my signature.”
