    California NRA Members’ Council members are 
AWESOME! At the end of the August 2006 legislative 
session in Sacramento we defeated AB352, the Firearm 
Micro-stamping bill. AB352 died a death of a thousand 
cuts, with Assemblyman Paul Koretz (D-West Holly-
wood) trying every trick in the book to get it passed. In 
the end he failed, even though the bill came up several 
times for a vote. 
   We also defeated SB357, (ammunition serialization), 
AB944 (dealer warning), and AB2146 (Fish and Game 
protection). We helped pass AB 2111 (consumer pro-
tection) and SB1239 (privacy protection). During this 
year, we also helped to bring SF’s Proposition H, the 
handgun ban, to a screeching halt in the courts. It’s been 
a pretty busy year for us, but it’s not over yet. There are 
two bills that are on the Governor's desk right now. Stay 
tuned to www.calnra.com more information on our 
plans for them. 
   For this fight, we had some terrific allies working 
closely with us. First, a big “Thank you” to the online 
forum “Calguns.net”. After being informed of the pend-
ing bills, these folks jumped in with both feet and mobi-
lized to flood Sacramento with the e-mails and phone 
calls needed to defeat the legislation.  
  In addition, gun stores and hunting and shooting clubs 
all across the state joined in and let their voices be heard 
at the capitol. 
  Aiding us from NRA headquarters, Chris Cox and the 
NRA-ILA threw their weight behind this effort. The In-
stitute for Legislative Action has a great website  
http://www.nraila.org/  and can send you e-mail alerts re-
garding action on the national and state level.

  VICTORY IN SACRAMENTO… AB352 DEAD !! 

              August Meeting Notes 
 
  We had 21 members and guests at our August meet-
ing. Vladimir Vchaban from the City Arms shooting 
sports store in Pacifica was our guest speaker. 
    1). August is “crunch time” in the California legisla-
ture when all the bills must be voted on. We MUST 
make good use of the Cal NRA “ONE-CLICK” e-mail 
system to ensure our voices are heard in Sacramento.  
    2). The California Dept of Justice is proposing new 
regulations that would expand the legal definition of an 
‘assault weapon”. This would affect thousands of pre-
viously legal semi-automatic rifles with fixed maga-
zines. 
    3). HR5013 passed the US House of Representatives 
and is being given to the US Senate for voting. This 
national bill will prohibit confiscation of firearms dur-
ing certain national emergencies. It is a major victory 
for the NRA and 2nd Amendment rights. 
   4).  Be sure to vote in November. 
   5). There will be a Crossroads of the West gun show 
at the Cow Palace on Sept 23-24. Please sign up with 
us if you wish to volunteer to recruit new NRA mem-
bers and promote the Members’ Councils. 
   6). Jackson Arms Indoor Shooting Range has  
reopened at their new location at 152 Utah St, South 
San Francisco. 
    7). Vladimir Vchaban spoke on his experiences in 
opening a shooting sports store in Pacifica and how 
Chuck Michel, the NRA appointed lawyer, helped him 
tremendously. He really wants to promote youth shoot-
ing programs and sees that less and less young people 
are taking up the sport.  Army Major Joseph Mucelli 
(Ret.) shared about the various ROTC youth shooting 
programs he has been a part of , and of the programs 
for young people around this area.
